Inaugural meeting of Peel Regional Council is scheduled for December 6, 2019,
where the new regional chair will be appointed. Work is ongoing on a long-range
transit master plan and growth management plan. Anticipate these reports going
to council in April or May 2019. Legal agreement has been signed for the Smart
Freight Centre in collaboration with University of Toronto, York University and
McMaster University. Peel Region will be contributing $1.2M for next 5 years.
Transport Canada has agreed to provide $100,000 for next 2 years and further
funding commitment for an additional three years. Peel Region will be launching
an off-peak delivery pilot project to include 5 companies in February 2019 to run
for a 6-month period.

Gary Carr is returning as
Regional Chair. Halton Region’s large number of noise complaints has become a
political issue. Jeff Knoll, CENAC member travelled to Ottawa to speak to the
Standing Committee of Transport, Infrastructure and Communities, which was
assessing aircraft noise at Canada’s large airports. Halton’s export department
working to go global with small and medium sized manufactures and other
exporters. Looking to have the Minister Mary Ng to visit Halton Region in Q1 for
a session on the US market. Halton’s Official Plan is being reviewed and status
report will go to council in 2019. Anticipate approval in 2020.

On December 7, 2018 at a TRBOT event, Howard Eng and Phil
Verster will be launching a series of transit listening tables: essentially
roundtables that will engage with transit planners, economic development
practitioners and various stakeholders across the region to discuss three
different themes; 1) The Last Mile, 2) Connecting Economic Zones, 3) Connecting
airports. Roundtables will be set up across the region starting in Q1/Q2 2019.
